In OPRAHA¢a -4,¢S ANGELS, on the tenth
anniversary of Hurricane Katrina, reporter Peter Moskowitz brings us into the homes of the residents
of AngeIA¢é -a,¢s Lane who have settled in Houston to find better jobs, less crime, and a new
sense of identity. But the people living here also live with Katrina’s continued wake A¢a -4 ce they
have mental anguish, resentment over how the U.S. government treated them, and questions about
what life could have been like were it not for the man-made failures that allowed Katrina to do so
much damage.
