"known the fear of hunger, hell, and the Devil. But now there wasÃ¢â‚¬Â¦the fear of being killed just

because I was black." In that moment was born the passion for freedom and justice that would

change her life.An all-A student whose dream of going to college is realized when she wins a

basketball scholarship, she finally dares to join the NAACP in her junior year. Through the NAACP

and later through CORE and SNCC she has first-hand experience of the demonstrations and sit-ins
