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Ulysses S. Grant certainly does not have the typical war hero â€œback story.â€• Although a graduate

of West Point, he never wanted to be a soldier and was terrified when he first saw battle. However,

during the Civil War, after many Northern generals failed to deliver decisive victories, U.S. Grant

rose to what the times required. He took command of Union forces, helped bring the war to an end

in 1865, and went on to serve two terms as president.
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Who Was Ulysses S. Grant?It was a summer day in 1861. The Civil Warâ€”the clash between

Northern and Southern statesâ€”was just beginning. A Northern officer, Colonel Ulysses S. Grant,

was getting ready to lead about a thousand men into battle. Thatâ€™s what heâ€™d been trained to

do. He had been an army officer for many years. He had fought in a war before.But this was

different. This was the first time Ulysses was in charge. It was the first time he was leading a huge

group of men to fightâ€”and possibly die.As Ulysses marched along, he began to get nervous. He



later wrote that his heart pounded so hard, he could feel it in his throat.The closer he got to the

Southern troops, the more frightened Ulysses became. Secretly, he wished he could stop marching.

But he couldnâ€™t do that. It was his job to keep going, no matter what happened next.And guess

what happened next: Ulysses found the enemy soldiersâ€™ campsite. But the soldiers were gone!

They had run away!All at once, Ulysses realized something. The enemy soldiers had been just as

afraid of him as he was of them.From that day on, Ulysses S. Grant never let fear stand in his way.

This series is fabulous! These are short, fun, quick reads filled with TONS of information. Although

geared toward the 3rd-6th grade student, I have read these aloud to my younger children, pausing

now and again to answer questions & find that they too enjoy these books. Great for independent

reading, history assignments, or research papers. Would highly recommend these books.
